Forever Wild: You Can Help!

The Forever Wild Land
Trust was created to
purchase and manage
unique lands of Alabama
for public use. All lands
acquired through Forever
Wild are managed under
the principle of multiple -
use and target four
principle designations:
Nature Preserves, Recrea-
tion Areas, State Parks
and Wildlife Management
Areas. Forever Wild has
protected more than

200,000 acres of land all
across Alabama. To date
there are 19 tracts of over
47,700 acres of Forever
Wild property in Baldwin
County, and an additional
9600 acres in Baldwin
County were purchased
using Federal funds
where Forever Wild
purchases provided
matching funds. This pro-
gram is making a positive
impact on our area, but in
2012 funding for Forever

Wild will expire if not
reauthorized. Wolf Bay
Watershed Watch, Inc.
supports Forever Wild
and is asking that our
members make a
conscious effort to
support their cause. You

Our Wonderful Wetlands

Our Wonderful Wetlands
(OWW) is an education
program, organized by Jo
Hellmich and Leslie
Lassitter, that focuses on
the importance of
wetland conservation in
Baldwin County, AL.
Dauphin Island Sea Lab
has agreed to award a
$10,725 grant to OWW.

Fifth and sixth grade
students from Elberta
Middle and Silverhill
Elementary Schools will
participate in the
program. Students will
participate in wetlands
restoration at Graham
Creek Nature Preserve in
the Wolf Bay Watershed
and conservation efforts

at a constructed wetland
area in the Wolf Bay
Watershed through
partnership with the
water division of Riviera
Utilities. Thoughts of
developing curriculum
for elementary and high
school students is also
being considered for the
future.

Coastal Cleanup

The 24th Annual
Alabama Coastal Cleanup
will be held on Saturday,
September 17, 2011 from
8 am until 12pm. Every
year, Alabama Coastal
Cleanup organizes
roughly 3,000 volunteers
along the coast and inland
to help remove debris
from our waterways and

roadways. In the last 23
years of Coastal Cleanup,
roughly 61,513 volunteers
have removed a total of
1,169,844 pounds of
debris and cleaned 3,917
miles of coastline. The
Alabama Coastal Cleanup
is part of a larger
international Coastal
Cleanup event that is

sponsored by The Ocean
Conservancy. You can be
a part of this great effort!

Volunteers will meet at
the old Wolf Bay Lodge
launch for instruction.
